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that increases boaters regis-
tration fee from $20 to $40 
every two years until 
through 2016.  The in-
creases apply to other regis-
tration fees as well to fund 
alternative fuel programs  as 
part of the Governor’s 
“Green California” Program.  
I will refrain from getting into 
that issue!!  The other bill in 
last month’s report, which 
was chaptered, is AB 695 
(Karnette) which provides 
for stricter emission stan-
dards on spark-ignition ma-
rine engines less than 500 
HP manufactured after 
January 1, 2008.  Such en-
gines greater than 500 HP 
will be subjected to stricter 
standards starting January 

issues discussed last month.  
Efforts are still under way to 
get Congress to enact a per-
manent exemption to rec-
reational boaters for waste-
water discharge permits 
other than sewerage dis-
charges.  Due to our previ-
ous efforts through Boat US 
and RBOC, Senator Boxer, 
along with Florida Senator 
Nelson, have made a com-
mitment to get legislation 
enacted by September 2008 
to provide the permanent 
exemption.  It won’t hurt to 
keep the pressure on Sena-
tor Boxer by letting her office 
know how important this is-
sue is to you. 
 
The Governor signed AB 
118 (Nunez).  This is the bill 

each person on the boat.  
Children must have prop-
erly fitted PFDs designed 
for children.  Wearable 
PDs shall be “readily ac-
cessible.”  Throwable de-
v i c e s  s h a l l  b e 
“immediately available.  
“PFDs shall NOT be 
stored in unopened plas-
tic packaging.  For Per-
sonal Watercraft riders, 
the PFD must be worn 
and indicate an impact 
rating.  Boats 16 Feet or 
longer, must also have 
one Type IV. 
 
Item 4—Visual Distress 
Signals (Flares, etc.): 
 
Boats 16 feet and up are 
required to carry a mini-
mum of either 1) three 
day and three night pyro-
technic devices, 2) one 
day non-pyrotechnic de-
vice (flag) and one night 

I’ve copied and greatly ed-
ited information from the 
USCGAux Vessel Safety 
Check website http://
safetyseal.net,,for a re-
fresher in what a USCG 
inspection might cover.  
The Aux will perform these 
checks on a ‘no ticket ba-
sis, for your own benefit.  
For details, I’d recommend 
you go to the USCGAux 
website.  Their page has a 
form with which you can do 
your own ‘Self=Survey”.  
As Safety Officer, I encour-
age each of you to do a 
‘Self=Survey’ at the very 
minimum every year.  I 
know I will also. 
 
Here are the 15 highlight 
items from their site: 
 
Item 1- Display of Num-
bers: 
The boat’s registration 
number must be on each 

side of the bow, not less 
than three (3) inches 
high. 
 
Item 2—Registration/
Documentation: 
Documentation papers 
must be on board.  Docu-
mentation numbers must 
be permanently marked 
on a visible part of the 
interior structure.  The 
boat’s name and port 
must be on the exterior 
hull in letters not less 
than 4 inches in height.  
To be documented a boat 
must be 5 net tons or 
greater. 
 
Item 3—Personal Flota-
tion Devices: 
Acceptable PFDs (also 
known as Life Jackets) 
must be U.S. Coast 
Guard approved, in good 
serviceable condition, 
and of suitable size for 
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non-pyrotechnic device 
(auto SOS light) or 3) a 
combination of 1) and 2).  
Recreational boats less 
than 16 feet on coastal 
waters or the Great 
Lakes need only carry 
night visual distress sig-
nals when operating from 
sunset to sunrise. 
 
Item 5—Fire Extin-
guishers: 
 
Minimum number of ex-
tinguishers required: 
 
Boat Length   Less than 26’ 
No Fixed System  one B-1 
With Fixed System  None 
 
Boat Length 26’ to less than 
40’ 
No Fixed System 2 B-1 or 1 
B-2 
With Fixed System  1 B-1 
Boat Length 40’ - 65’ 
No Fixed System 3 B-1 or 1 
B-1 & 1 B-2 
With Fixed System  2 B-1 or 1-B—2 

1, 2009. 
 
You will recall that the 
Boater Education legisla-
tion sponsored by RBOC 
will be back in play during 
the second half of the Ses-
sion.  Also, many other en-
vironmentally oriented is-
sues are expected, so stay 
tuned!!   

Well, the first half of the Legis-
lative Session is over, the 
Governor has done his deeds, 
and we will wait until January 
to see what mischief might 
occur in the meantime!  Our 
RBOC Directors and Legisla-
tive Advocate continue their 
diligence during this break.  
We really get a lot for the $10 
per year assessment per 
member that MWYC imposes 
on it’s members.  We should 
really be paying more.

Item 12—Marine Sanitation 
Devices: 
 
Any installed toilet must be a 
Coast Guard approved de-
vice.  Overboard discharge 
outlets must be capable of 
being sealed. 
 
I tem  13—Navigat ion 
Rules: 
 
Boats 39.4 feet and over 
must have on board a cur-
rent copy of the Navigation 
Rules. 
 
Item 14—State and/or Lo-
cal Requirements: 
 
These requirements must be 
met before the “Vessel 
Safety Check” decal can be 
awarded.  A boat must meet 
the requirements of the state 
in which it is being exam-
ined.  Contact your local ma-
rine law enforcement 
agency. 
 
Item 15—Overall Vessel 
condition:

Item 6—Ventilation: 
 Boats with gasoline engines 
in closed compartments 
must have a powered venti-
lation system. 
 
Item 7—Backfire Flame 
Control: 
 
All gasoline covered in-
board/outboard motor boats 
must be equipped with a 
backfire flame control de-
vice. 
 
Item 8—Sound Producing 
Devices: 
 
To comply with Navigation 
Rules and for distress sig-
naling purposes all boats 
must carry a sound produc-
ing device (whistle, horn, 
siren, etc.) capable of a 4 
second blast audible for 1/2 
mile.  “Under a recent 
change, a vessel 12 meters 
(39.4 ft) to less than 20 me-
ters (65 ft) is no longer re-
quired to carry a bell on 
board. 
 

Item 9—Navigation Lights: 
 
All boats must be able to 
display navigation lights be-
tween sunset and sunrise 
and in conditions of reduced 
visibility.  Boats 16 feet or 
more in length must have 
properly installed, working 
navigation lights and an all-
around anchor light capable 
of being lit independently 
from the red/green/white 
“running” lights. 
 
Item 10—Pollution Plac-
ard: 
 
Boats 26 feet and over with 
a machinery compartment 
must display an oily waste 
“pollution” placard.  (These 
are frequently free at Marine 
Supply stores). 
 
Item 11—MARPOL Trash 
Placard:  
 
Boats 26 feet and over in 
length must display a 
“MARPOL” trash placard.  
Boats 40 feet and over must 
also display a written trash 
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As it applies to this vessel.   
Including, but not limited to: 
 
 a.  Deck free of hazards and 
clean bilge. 
 
(Self explanatory). 
 
 b.  Safe Electrical and Fuel 
Systems 
 
The electrical system—Must 
be protected by fuses or cir-
cuit breakers.  Wiring must be 
in good condition.  Batteries 
must be secured and termi-
nals covered to prevent acci-
dental arcing. 
 
Fuel Systems—Portable fuel 
tanks (normally 7 gallon ca-
pacity or less) must be con-
structed of non-breakable ma-
terial and free of corrosion and 
leaks.  All vents must be capa-
ble of being closed.  The tank 
must be secured and have a 
vapor-tight, leak-proof cap.  
Each permanent fuel tank 
must be properly ventilated. 
 
 c. Safe Galley and Heating 
Systems:  
 
System and fuel tanks must 
be properly secured with no 
flammable materials nearby.

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2007 Bay and Bluewater Cruise 
 

The Griffin and Tayller II entered False River at 0930 on Sept 21 en route 
to Benicia YC. Our first scheduled stop. Arriving at 1230 we visited the 
Yacht Club, took a walk around the town and had dinner that night at the 
Yacht club. They were celebrating their 30th anniversary that weekend. 
Saturday morning the fleet departed for Schoonamaker Marina in Sausalito 
with light winds and showers. By the time we arrived at the marina the 
showers had stopped and the winds died down. Very nice.  
 
The day was spent with a walk downtown and to the Sausalito Y.C. for 
libations and to make dinner reservations. Sunday we visited the Sausalito 
Cruising Club and a “Chili Cook-off” in the park. Worst excuse for chili I 
have ever tasted, think Honey?         
 
Monday AM we departed for Brisbane and the Sierra Point Yacht Club. 
As in the Past, the hospitality at this club is wonderful. The club was not 
scheduled to be open Monday, but several members showed up with Pizza 
and they dug out the fixins for hamburgers while we enjoyed MNF.

Friday we are off to Encinal YC to prepare for the “Wheel Chair Regatta”, 
arriving about 1145. We spent the day visiting with other yacht club mem-
bers, Pittsburg, Oxbow, and Emery Cove. Richard Hardy and Joan Marsh-
Clune were there aboard Ben Blair’s boat as Goniego was having some 
corrosion issues.  
Friday night was the Captains meeting and Dinner. Our crew, Diana, Eric, 
and Jessica arrived shortly after dinner and we were set for the regatta. As 
you know Trixie Lee was unable to join us for the cruise but Jack and 
Mary Lee came down for the day to help with the morning preparations 
and crew on Dedicated.  Saturday morning about 0930 they started loading 
veterans aboard the boats, each year they get a little better at loading and 
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unloading. There seemed to be more wheel chair vets this year and fewer ambulatories. Griffin wound up with only three vets 
as by the time they got to loading us there were only wheelchairs left, which are difficult to get aboard. We had a nice ride out 
around Alcatraz, across the city front and into McCovy Cove and then back to Encinal where we offloaded and enjoyed a 
lunch of hamburgers and all the fixins. This tug has participated in all 11 regattas, that is all it is used for any more. Frank 
Louthan of Ox Bow is trying to talk his club into buying it. 
 
Sunday Morning Griffin and Tayller II had planned to head out the gate into Bluewater but Griffin’s crew got some bad cala-
mari Saturday night. We decided to lay over until Monday morning. 
 
Sunday evening as we were setting on the boat we heard sirens and noticed smoke coming from behind the Yacht Club. Turns 
out someone had stacked cardboard against the side of the building and it somehow got ignited, they had to tear large sections 
of the roof off to get at the fire. 
 
Monday morning 0730 we departed Encinal and cleared the Golden Gate at 0840 with light winds and overcast. Headed out 
about 12 miles, and then turned south for Santa Cruz. Arrived 1430. As we were a day late the Yacht Club is closed on Mon-
days and we were only going to be in port over night we docked in the harbor entrance next to the fuel dock. Bad idea, the 
surge was ugly.

I go below to check on things and discover sea water 3” deep in the forward 
stateroom. The cover had come off the anchor chain haws pipe and water was running out onto the bunk and down to the deck. 
Went back topside with Duct Tape, crawled out on the foredeck and closed up the hole. Cruised back to the bay, clearing the 
Golden Gate at 1430, got attacked by the USN off Alcatraz. Boy those F17’s are loud. 
Arrived Emery Cove 1615, greeted by Pittsburg YC., spent the evening de-watering.  
 
Friday morning Tayller II decides they have had enough fun and are passing on the Make a Wish cruise, departs 0700 heading 
home. (There is another story here, later) 
 
Griffin departs 0900 for Driftwood, arriving 1215. Borrow Terrill’s car to go shop for appetizers and beverages for the cruise. 
Dinner Friday night at the club. Saturday load passengers, 14 members of the PT Cruisers club, and head out to False River, up 
Fisherman’s Cut, through Spindrift Marina, and back down the Deep water channel back to the club. Nice people, we all had a 
good time. Arriving back at Driftwood, the Hahns were waiting for us. Had a few libations and visited, then went to the River-
view Inn for dinner, I had not had frog legs in a long time. Great.
