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The RBOC Board Meeting
and Legislative Day were
held March 4 & 5 in Sacra-
mento. It was a very busy
and productive two days.
As the Session proceeds
we will determine just how
productive! The RBOC
sponsored bill to establish
and implement the “Boat
Operator Certification” Pro-
gram has been introduced
by Assemblyman Duvall
and is AB 2110. Its first
Policy Committee hearing
will be held in the next cou-
ple of weeks, but those that
attended the March Gen-
eral Meeting had the op-
portunity to sign Support
Letters which have been
sent to Sacramento.

However, | ask and en-
courage you to continue
sending letters to Assem-
blyman Duvall. Please go
to www.rboc.org and re-
spond to the “Call To
Arms” for AB 2110. There
is a long way to go to get
this bill through the Legisla-
tive process and all your
letters count. An interest-
ing note is that Assembly-
man Duvall prefers letters
that are hand written! |
wrote mine out, but I'm not
sure how many he might
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get in that form!!

While at the RBOC site,
you will hopefully see in-
cluded in the “Call To
Arms” notification, sup-
port of Federal Legisla-
tion, S.2766. This bill will
enable recreational boat-
ers to continue to be ex-
empt from Federally man-
dated waste discharge
permits for certain drain-
age from your boat such
as engine cooling waters,
wash down runoff, and
gray water discharge.
This is the same issue |
have discussed in previ-
ous reports where EPA
was required by a Fed-
eral Court decision to
have regulations in place
by September 2008 re-
quiring boaters to be sub-
ject to such permits. At
that time, we asked for
support letters for H.
2550. Through that proc-
ess we were able to get
Senator Barbara Boxer's
attention and commit-
ment to deal with this is-
sue. She and Senator
Bill Nelson (Florida) have
just introduced S.2766
(which is why it may not
yet be on the RBOC web
site). It is believed that

this measure has the
necessary bi-partisan
support to achieve the
exemption boaters need
since Senator Boxer is
the Chair of the Senate
Environment Committee
which is controlling this
issue. You may be on e-
mail lists and get other
requests to send support
letters for S.2766 to your
Senators and Congress
Members. Plus, another
site you can use to get
letters or e-mails sent off
is www.boatblue.org
which also gives some
additional background on
the issue.

Another important issue
at our two day session
was invasive species, a.
k.a. Quagga and zebra
mussels. This has be-
come a very important
and expensive issue, par-
ticularly to water agen-
cies, and they are over
reacting by closing reser-
voirs to all boating activ-
ity. | reported on this is-
sue last year and encour-
aged everyone that use
trailer able vessels to al-
ways inspect their equip-
ment when they remove
their vessels from any

body of fresh water.
However, now the issue
has gotten closer to
home since these mus-
sels have been found in
the Colorado River.
RBOC's position is that
vessels be inspected
and cleaned before be-
ing allowed in reservoirs
and lakes, but not
banned. RBOC is also
encouraging the State to
inspect all vessels trans-
ported into the State by
trailer. Fortunately,
these mussels die and
won't propagate in salt
water. Also, if your
equipment has dried out
and is dry for more than
five days or washed with
water in excess of 104
degrees the mussels will
not survive. It is becom-
ing a big problem and
you will hear much more
about it. Please be
aware and do your part
to address the problem.

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It is important for anyone operating a boat at night to be able to
recognize and understand the lights they see. Lights for nighttime
operation, commonly referred to as running lights, are required
for every type of craft larger than a rowboat or canoe. In general,

5 the lights specified for Inland waters are the same as for
International waters. The requirements can be found in Navigation Rules, which is published by
the Coast Guard and available at many marine supply stores, as well as online. Lighting can be a
confusing topic, because different vessels conducting different activities each have a separate
lighting configuration.

BASIC RUNNING LIGHTS

All powered vessels use the same basic running lights, which are employed when the vessel is
underway between sunset and sunrise — or any other time they might be necessary. The basic
lights consist of a white “masthead” light (it doesn’t have to be at the top of the mast, just
elevated above the other lights) that shows from dead ahead to 22.5° abaft the beam on both sides,
or 225° total; a red light showing from dead ahead to 22.5° abaft the beam to port; a green light
showing from dead ahead to 22.5° abaft the beam to starboard; and a white stern light showing
from dead aft to 67.5° on both sides, or 135° total. This means that you will see some kind of light
no matter what angle you view the vessel from. From aft you will see a single white light. From
abeam you will see a colored light and a white light above it. And from dead ahead you will see
both colored lights and a white light above and between them.

Vessels longer than 50 meters (164 feet) must also carry a second masthead light aft of and higher
than the forward masthead light. These two white lights allow you to judge its direction before
you see the colored side lights.
