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The RBOC sponsored bill,
AB 2110 (Duvall), to es-
tablish and implement the
“Boat Operator Certifica-
tion” Program was thought
to be moving out of the
Assembly Appropriations
Committee this week, but
tracking reports don’t
show that to be the case.
I will not be able to con-
firm the status until after
this report is due to the
Editor! If you haven't sub-
mitted a support letter
please do so by going to
www.rboc.org and follow-
ing the “Call-To-Arms”
prompts. There is no op-
position to the bill and the
Committee Consultant ad-
vised me that there
shouldn't be any unre-
solved issues, except, of
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course the ever present
political winds that always
blow stronger in Sacra-
mento than those repre-
senting the peoples best
interest.

While at the RBOC site,
you will hopefully see in-
cluded in the “Call To
Arms” notification, sup-
port of Federal Legisla-
tion, S.2766. As | have
previously explained, this
bill will enable recrea-
tional boaters to continue
to be exempt from Feder-
ally mandated waste dis-
charge permits for certain
drainage from your boat
such as engine cooling
waters, wash down run-
off, and gray water dis-
charge. This bill passed
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out of committee this
week, as did an identical
bill in the House of Rep-
resentatives last week.
Hopefully, this matter will
be resolved in the next
month, or so. You may
also go on line to Boat
US Government Affairs
which has more info and
a simple process to get
your support into the sys-
tem. These e-mails and
letters really help!!

| have reported on the
Quagga and zebra mus-
sels several times before,
but it is a very important
problem facing the boat-
ing community and you
will continue to hear
about it! The State De-
partment of Fish & Game
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is the State lead agency
on this problem. They
are taking a more pro-
active role and imple-
menting boat inspection
programs to keep the
infestation out of Califor-
nia’s fresh water bodies
of water.

Coast Guard Rescues Three Boaters in San Francisco Bay B&#@re (Continued)

As | reported last month, the Coast Guard, working in partnership with the San Femc
Fire Department, responded to a boat fire one mile edseaure Island on that date. The
three people who had been onboard were rescued fimmeéter and returned safely to
shore with no reported injuries.

At 5:20 PM on April 12th, the Coast Guard received notiicabver channel 16 that the 43-foot motor yacht "No
Worries" was engulfed in flames. The Coast Guard idiately launched a 41-foot Utility Boat from StatiSan

Francisco, and contacted the San Francisco Fire Departmentdispatched the fireboat "Phoenix" to extinguish
the flames. A Good Samaritan vessel in the area repbdéethe three passengers onboard had been observed aban-
doning ship, and notified the Coast Guard that they geirgy to remove the individuals from the water.
The 43-foot motor yacht burned to the waterline, and saakjrig some debris on the surface. The three people res-
cued from the water were two adult males and 12 yeaClalbtian.
