You hear a lot about
safety measures while
boating, but boaters
and their families
spend a lot of time on
and around the docks,

too. Just because you're

not underway, doesn't
mean safety isn't an is-
sue.

1. Kids should wear
personal flotation de-
vices (PFDs) on the

introduced in the new Ses-
sion. This is the bill that
makes it easier for derelict
vessels to be given to local
governments for disposal.

This is a big
one. Every year there
are reports of people
swimming in marina
waters and being elec-
trocuted or suffering
electrical burns. The
problem occurs when
faulty wiring or electri-

cal equipment on a boat

releases electrical cur-
rents into the water,

an Environmental Impact
Report on proposed gates
across Three Mile Slough
and/or West False River
near the San Joaquin River.
These proposed gates are
reportedly intended to im-
prove water quality and pos-
sibly improve fish resources
in the Delta. Reports from
those attending these meet-
ings suggest that this is all
part of the EIR process nec-
essary to build a convey-
ance system around the
Delta.

With the serious financial
condition of State Govern-
ment, the RBOC Board of
Directors will be carefully

causing potential injury
or death to nearby
swimmers.

A second reason is that
swimmers at marinas
are competing for
space with boats-a
most unfair competi-
tion. Swimmers may
not be seen soon
enough to avoid a colli-
sion and/or they may
make it tough for the
captain to maneuver his
boat.

4. Keep the docks and
your boat decks clear
of personal gear. A
