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The battle rages on in Sacramento to save Cal Boating.
With the results of the May 19 election and the efforts
underway to cut the State Budget, the battle becomes
more difficult. We were successful with the Senate
Budget Sub-Committee #2 a couple of weeks when the
Sub-Committee decided to remove the matter from their
hearing agenda the night before the hearing. This is the
result of a lot of work on individual legislators and the e-
mails and letters from boaters throughout the State. I'm
sure you are following the news and all of the proposals
the Governor is putting forth to cut the Budget. For in-
stance, cutting all the General Funds out of the State
Parks Department, | guess, leaves park entrance fees
and the $27 million that they already get from boater's
funds to keep the Parks going. You can get an idea why
they want to merge Cal Boating with the Parks Dept.
when there is another $24 million they think they can get
from boaters. There is now a Senate/Assembly Budget
Conference Committee that is taking testimony next
week on the merger and then referring the proposals to
the Policy Committees in each house for further hear-
ings. Something like beating it to death!!

Other legislation that RBOC has been working on has
been moving slowly, like the abandoned vessel bills that
| have reported on previously. There is a June 5 dead-
line for bills to be out of their House of Origin. As | write
this there are still hearings scheduled before that dead-
line. | will be able to report more next month on these
bills. Many of these involve fixes in the Delta and Delta
Governance of which there are several bills that keep
getting amended as authors keep jockeying for leader-
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ship roles on the various issues.

| attended a meeting on abandoned vessels, recently,
where the sheriff's and harbor masters had done some
survey’s to estimate the cost of removing abandoned
vessels. The estimates range from $900,000 to nearly
$2 million. Cal Boating has $500,000 budgeted for AVs.
Staff from the California Integrated Waste Management
Board attended the meeting and indicated that they are
developing a Pilot Project on the premise that AVs are
illegal disposal sites and can be remediated with funds
generated with every ton of solid waste disposed in the
State. They are working with Cal Boating staff to iden-
tify AVs to be included in the Project that would result in
about equal costs between Northern and Southern Cali-
fornia. They will soon be recommending the Pilot Pro-
ject to the Waste Board with $500,000 in funding.

You Can Be Held Responsible for Accidents if You DondpRrly Install and Use Your Radar

RULES FOR A REASON

Rule 6 deals with the definition of "safe speed," and sirhalf of it covers vessels equipped with operatiosdar.
It requires the operator to take into consideratiorchaacteristics and limitations of the unit; the effecivehther
and sea state on the radar; and the quality of infoométat can be received by it. In effect, you are resiptsfor
knowing how to operate and interpret the radar.

Rule 19 covers the conduct of vessels in or near areadridtegbvisibility and specifies what actions to takec-

LEARNING RADAR

In the commercial marine world, deck crewmembers musi Sluccessful completion of a radar operator's course
to operate vessels of more than 500 gross tons. tiecr@aboaters have no such requirement. However, the United
States Power and Sail Squadrons offer some helpful rsfdamation in their coastal navigation and marine-€le
tronics courses, and the American Sailing Associatienaldaled a radar endorsement course to its offerings.

One of the easiest ways to get training is through the&th School of Navigation, www.starpath.com a marine
training and software company headquartered in SeattlebyrDavid and Mark Burch, it specializes in subjects
like celestial navigation, weather forecasting and rapgaration through classroom, home study and private in-
struction. The radar course is centered around Raditdoners, which includes a pair of radar simulators on a
CD-ROM. They replicate the old-style CRT-type radapldig and a newer, integrated LCD radar/chartplotter, al
lowing students to practice the plotting and ranging technitaéavid Burch explains in the book. (The book
can be purchased as part of the course or separately.)

The course also involves a series of online classes, witinggassignments and homework involving the radar
simulator. Finished assignments are sent to Starpattn@ieally, where they are graded and returned with feed-
back. Upon completion of the course, you can coordinate vidtahlibrary to take a final examination and, upon
passing, receive a certificate. Having the certificadg bolster your argument if you ever have to prove in court
that you were operating your radar correctly.

But while documentation of your experience and trainingrapmitant, even the best-trained mariners occasion-
ally misinterpret the radar screen. The key to ensyingunderstand what the radar is telling you is constant prac
tice in good weather. Don't wait until you get into a sicwmawhere you need to use your radar to break out the
book.
