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So, California has a budget? One that is supposed
to be a financial road map through the year 2010? |
predict they will be at it again after the May 2009
special election! However, your response and help
to defeat the idea of eliminating or transferring Cal
Boating is holding up, so far. At least no action was
included in the numerous bills that make up the
Budget agreements.

The biggest harm out of the Budget Battle was a fur-
ther loan of $29 million from boater generated funds
to help the General Fund out of the red. Also, the
Governor could, at any time, submit his reorganiza-
tion proposal to the Little Hoover Commission. Un-
der this process, if approved by the Commission, it
is a done deal unless the Legislature specifically re-
jects it, or the Governor retracts his proposal. Keep
the letters and phone calls going to the Governor
and particularly to your Assembly and Senate mem-
bers.

The RBOC Board of Directors will be meeting in
April in Sacramento for our Legislative Day and
Board Meeting. We will again be sponsoring the

“Boat Operator Certification Program” legislation,
but not until the second half of the Session. The
deadline for bill introduction in the first half of the
Session is February 27. We should know in a cou-
ple of weeks if there is any additional legislation
that we need to be concerned about.

We will also be supporting the efforts to improve
the “Abandoned Vessel Program” that were con-
tained in Assemblyman Lieu’s bill, AB 1950, last
year. You will remember that this was the bill that
the Governor randomly vetoed. Assemblyman Lieu
has introduced AB 166 for another try at it. As |
reported last month we are also working with the
Coast Guard on this issue.

It looks like another busy year so any additional do-
nations to RBOC, beyond the $10 assessment you
were already supposed to pay with your dues, will
be appreciated and put to good use. | will do my
best to keep you up to date on the issues that will
be most important to you, and ask that you keep
me current on your concerns.

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Of course, the list of safety equipment, both required and desired, is long and the task of
equipping a boat can be expensive and overwhelming. Try to buy all of it at once and you in for a
large bill and the cart full of gear you take home may not suit your needs.

A better strategy is to inventory what your vessel has onboard and the condition the equipment is
in, and then make a prioritized list of upgrades. Start with gear that is required by federal and
state regulations and save complicated optional equipment for last, so you have time to do
research and shop for the best price.

To help get you started, here’s a rundown of what a well-appointed boat has on board
LIFE JACKETS

The first item on your list should be Coast Guard-approved life
jackets. By law, you must have one for everyone on board and
special life jackets for children. The best way to have a life
Jjacket at the ready is to wear it. If you don’t do that, you’re
required to keep it readily available—not locked in a compartment
and not wrapped in a plastic bag. (The Coast Guard does not
count wrapped life jackets toward your required number. Ed)

Life jackets come in a variety of types and sizes, and all Coast Guard-approved life jackets bear a
printed label saying which type they are. For most recreational boaters, a type III life jacket is
adequate, but it’s intended mainly for calm, inland waters. For rougher seas, you’ll need a type II
(near-shore) or type I, which can keep you afloat more securely and will do a better job of
keeping your head out of the water. Type III life jackets don’t.

Many boaters use the new inflatable life jackets, which are more comfortable to wear. But these
are intended mainly for persons who can swim, and there’s always the risk that their CO’
chargers may not work. (Cartridges should be changed every two years and a record
maintained. With inflatables, the CG does not count them if they are not being worn. Ed.)
