Both the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administrgtcommonly called NOAA, and the U.S. Army Corps oflaeers
offer charts for U.S. waters. These charts are regquiadated and can be printed or used with computer-based navigead-
grams to both plan a cruise and navigate your boat. (Wather's Hard facts on Software series describegtrelgc charting in
great detail.)

But charts are not the only resource offered by the gavent. Uncle Sam also offers lists of correctionksaep your charts up
to date; Coast Pilots to let you know what to expetti@hext port; and Pilot Charts to tell you the averagather for all parts
of the globe. Using these tools together with your chaittgive you a great deal of valuable information abingt waters you
travel.

Of course, there are stores that will change you faetisame publications. But the information is availéele to anyone with
an Internet connection and some timagain, if you know where to look.

NOTICE TO MARINERS

All charts, even the electronic ones, have a publicatade. This is the date that the chart was "lockédAimything that changes
after that date has to be changed by hahg you— to keep the chart up to date.

Two important resources are the Notice to Marinecstha Local Notice to Mariners. These changes can biemgie as a buoy
that has been temporarily removed for maintenance so@ssticated as the addition of a new channel.

The U.S. Coast Guard is one of the agencies resperisitikeeping track of all the changes on charts andymgimariners of
those changes. To do this, the government produces tsvofslicuments, known as the Notice to Mariners aad.dtal No-
tice to Mariners. In the past, these weekly publicetiovere sent to captains who had provided the Coastl@iitt a mailing
address. Now, they are posted electronically.

A Local Notice to Mariners is published for each & tline Coast Guard districts.
If your boating is confined to a single area, you sign up for the local notice of
just that district. The local notices are the firstlfhied source of changes to chart
¥ and related publications. The notice system is alst fagenotifications about out-

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The Notice to Mariners, also published on a weeklyshasivers the entire collection of U.S. nautical palions and are not
restricted to a specific location. It is designede¢aibed by oceangoing vessels and may not always havetioorsdor charts
that are inland of the major bays and sounds. In theip&stmation generally was published first in the Lddatice to Mari-
ners and then was added to the Notice to Marinersyibuthe advent of electronic databases and onlinemigstion, that's not
always the case anymore.

Because the Notice to Mariners is published by theoNatiGeospatial-Intelligence Agency, based on informatiepared
jointly by the Coast Guard and NOAA's National Ocearvige, they are available from the NGA websitspah PDF format.
(Ed, | find this web site more useful as everythingan be downloaded from this one site Because of the size of the notices
they can be downloaded as a single file or in smallerestibas as needed. Generally, it's advisable to Heatithe notices
online before deciding what to download and store.

Other publications available for free download include:

LIGHT LISTS

The Light Lists are organized geographically and go througlhights in a linear fashion, so if you can find dight, the ones
above and below it on the list are usually nearby. Huo& Bection of the lists also includes an alphabetidaix, so if you know
the name but not the location of a light, you can liedrtdex to guide you to the proper section. The Ligttslakso give the
latitude and longitude of major lights, making it easioefind them on the charts. Finally, the Light Listeitain facts on the
structure of U.S. lights, a guide to abbreviationsiafamation on figuring out how far a light can be s@emarious atmos-
pheric conditions.

COAST PILOTS

The Coast Pilot is a government version of a cruising gie, giving detailed information on
geographics.

While the Light Lists provide very specific informatiabout navigational lights, the U.S. Coast H
lots offer a much larger amount of information aboutraaaa body of water or rules that might a
fect your travels.

One of the most useful functions of the Coast Pddbiprovide expanded information about whatjsss
on the related charts. All U.S. charts bear at leastnote that indicates which copy of the Coast |
lot is directly related to the chart. Most charts hawzen notes or even more. Each note contaijiiss
bare description of the information that the chart méals is important and directs the user to t
expanded information in the Coast Pilot

PILOT CHARTS

For the sailor or boater headed offshore, especialliye Caribbean Sea, advance weather informationais While an accurate
forecast is important for day-to-day planning, sometimps have to be planned months (and even years) ahehid,can be
helpful to know what has happened in the past.

BOWDITCH

Perhaps one of the most thorough publications availablede is "The American Practical Naviga-
tor," also known as Bowditch for its first editor, Nathaniel Bowditch. It was first released in 1799.

Exploring the publications sections of the NGA and thas€&uard websites can direct you to a wes
of information that is free for the taking. Sailing-&tions (Enroute) provide the same sort of informj
tion as the U.S. Coast Pilots, but they cover the pottside of the United States and are particularly
helpful to oceangoing vessels. Sight-reduction tableaaiable online for celestial navigation. Ther
are publications with information on radio navigation aads] Chart Number 1 lists every symbol to |
found on nautical charts and its meaning.
