We are still trying to get some definitive answers on what
the staff is now considering as an alternative, so for the
moment keep the letters going!

I mentioned, in giving my report at the MWYC General
Meeting last week, that the Governor had indicated in a
Press Release that he would veto a bill that had been
introduced to swap the “fuel tax” for a “fuel fee” which
could be passed with a majority vote rather than a 2/3rds
vote. RBOC had written opposition letters to this legisla-
tion based on the fact that they would violate the provi-
sions of Prop.13(Jarvis). Well, that was last week and
this week he signed the bill thanking the Legislature for
fixing his technical concerns with the bill and passing
some other legislation that would boost the State’s econ-
omy and help with the budget deficitt The games con-
tinue!! We haven't determined just what the technical
issues werelll

Although the Na-
tional Scientific Panel has reached the momentous
conclusion that both fish and people are likely respon-
sible for the Delta degradation, they say that more sci-
entific study is necessary! What a surprise!! We
haven’t heard any more about continuation of the 2-
Gates Project, which was supposedly a science based
project, but don't be surprised if that is next!

I will do my best to keep you up to date on the issues
that will be most important to you, and ask that you
keep me current on your concerns. Please stay
tuned!

The Coast Guard Says Many Accidents Are Caused By Boaters. A Little Education Goes a Long Way.

Not if you've been around boaters very much. "That'stixahat a lot of skippers do with

their boats every day," says Capt. Fred Hughes, a @halea Bay boating instructor who has

often shaken his head over boat owners' assumptiontdyatan just turn the ignition key

and shove off.

Too many new skippers have never piloted a boat befoi (east, not enough), know nothing about the ndutites of the

road, and have had no formal instruction or practégpkrience in boat handling, Navigation and radio procedusef khake

do with a chartplotter and a mobile phone.

IT'S NOT A CAR

But these folks are kidding themselves — and can easilgtgetouble on the water. As experienced boaters kboats aren't
like cars. They handle differently, they're far mimftuenced by weather conditions, and they're subjestuch more complex
traffic rules. Failing to take training courses isa@us mistake.

Indeed, Coast Guard officials say the bulk of the actsdi¥at occur in recreational boating stem directly fwaters' errors —
sometimes resulting in injury or death. In 2008, the lagest for which figures are available, the Coast Guaported there
were 4,789 boating accidents in the United States, resultBi@31 injuries, 709 deaths and $54 million worth of propenty-da
age.

The report showed that careless or reckless operatioth@arimary cause of 492 of these accidents; operaibemntion was a
factor in 488 accidents; failure to post a proper lookiowt330 accidents; and operator inexperience, 429 accidents. @omst
officials say the more training you can get under your, tied less likely you are to get into trouble.

Also contributing to the problem is that the numbfrecreational boats in the United States has surgegtémt years. The Na-
tional Marine Manufacturers Association estimates thexe are some 17 million pleasure boats on Americaamways. And
power boats generally are more powerful and faster hawthey were even a few years ago.

"There's a clear link between safety and boating educagays Rear Admiral Kevin Cook, one of the Coast Gaaop boating
safety experts.

Boating officials say everyone should have some ltesiting — both in the classroom and on the waterferégetting under
way, whether he or she is the skipper of a recredtme or just a regular crew member. Continuing younfdrtraining well
beyond that will make you a better — and safer — boater.

"You learn something every time you go boating," says N&wmyliner, an Annapolis, Maryland, boating instructor wko has

had long experience operating powerboats. "I can't resaligge time that I've gone out on the water and notecbatk with
some useful experience that will make me a better blzdigeron."

If you're a woman and you're tired of putting up with a cantankerous male captain (or instructor),
enroll in one of the growing number of special boatingchools and classes that are tailored to
women.

WHERE TO GET HELP

Start with an introduction to boating that includes boat lragndules of the road, boating terminology,
knot-tying, getting under way, anchoring, docking, readingrapass, safety issues and legal require-
ments, first aid, firefighting, weather, and trailering.

This is the boating equivalent of a driver's educatmrse, and it ought to be a must for all boaters. Ff:
ing it also may earn you a discount on your boat inseraotcy.

Some states already require boaters to pass a basse cxmfore taking the helm, and they offer it onlinenalassrooms around
the state. The classroom version is more effectivauserthe material gets reinforced by questions and dis-
cussion from other students, but the online course is mettér han nothing. More and more states each
year are mandating the completion of basic boating eours

But if your state doesn't requwe that you take a partmcmjarse sign up for one of the basic boating
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"About Boating Safely.The cost is between $20 and $40, mostly to pay for mistara the cost of rent-
ing the classroom.

You may also wantto ask the Power Squadrons or Coast Guard Auxiliaryrforpe a vessel safety check
to make sure that your boat carries the proper equipmaguired by federal and state regulators.

And'ifgrobably learn
something watching the exercise. Time required: us@8llsninutes to 45 minutes. But don't stop there. The tnaireng you
undergo, the more proficient you're likely to be while'ye underway.

Advanced courses.Both the Auxiliary and the Power Squadrons offer advanceises on specific topics, such as navigation
and piloting, weather forecasting, and how to use your GBBperadio and radar. Check the organizations' wabisitedetails
and the times and locations of their course offeriige. cost: between $20 and $40, mostly to pay for naégeand the cost of
renting the classroom. Time required: Anywhere frone¢ to 12 evening sessions for each course. Join adpoagjanization
that offers training. Both the Auxiliary and the Powguadron offer special courses and training for membesusilly at no ex-
tra cost. So do some yacht clubs. Ask the manageyusfryiarina, or a boat dealer, for recommendations. @$te ttaining usu-
ally is free, but you have to join the organization tolifuéor it. Dues for the U.S. Power Squadrons and @&ast Guard Aux-
iliary are modest. Time required: As many hours as yantwo spend.

Continuing your training even after you've become an expéenced boater is part of the fun of the sport — and niees you
a better boater all around. As Capt. Hughes put it, "Younever stop learning."
