The RBOC Board met in San Diego last week.  We had a very 
interesting presentation by a group of science based folks that 
pretty much negated the premise that copper bottom paint on 
boats is responsible for the high copper levels, at least in the 
Shelter Island waters, which is where this entire copper issue 
started in California several years ago.  The premises that the 
State Water Board staff have been using cannot be substanti-
ated and appear to just be guesstimates. 
 
We were also advised that an effort is underway by Cal Boat-
ing and State Finance to update and improve some Cal Boat-
ing procedures to assure that encumbered funds in the marina 
grant and loan program that have not yet been spent due to 
project delays get ultimately reverted to the Cal Boating Grant 
& Loan Revolving Fund and not diverted to some other non 
boating use.  There appears to be a substantial amount of 
money involved.  This situation may not be helpful in our ef-
forts to keep boater’s money from being diverted to non-
boating related purposes.  We will also have a new “Boater’s 
Brief” out in circulation very soon that will give you the latest 
on our overall efforts on your behalf.

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Down With the Ship  
It's Not Loose Lips. Neglect Sinks Most Ships.

An experienced boater, Andrew Callahan had braved rough water before. But the waves coming across Espiritu Santo Bay, a 
Texas coastal waterway south of Galveston, proved more than the duck hunter could handle. As he sped from Matagorda Island 
toward Port Connor, several seven foot waves from a hard northerly wind rolled over his aluminum boat, a 16–foot Alweld with 
a 90 horsepower motor. Suddenly, Callahan and his nephew Charlie Periloux found themselves in the 46–degree water, fighting 
for their lives.  

"You're always thinking it's not too bad, we can always make it," Callahan said in a recent interview. "We got into something that 
we couldn't handle." 

" As the weather heats up, the potential for ship sinkings increases, as people rush to get their boats back out on the open water. 
After a few months off, experts say, even the most experienced sailors may overestimate their skills – and underestimate how 
ready their boat is for the new season. 

This boat went down in open water after striking a marker while on 
autopilot. "You can't flip an autopilot on and relax," said Bob Adriance, 
editor of Seaworthy magazine. "You need to pay attention”. 

 

Already in 2010, the Coast Guard has responded to calls for 255 capsized boats, according to statistics compiled by the organiza-
tion's Search and Rescue Operations. In a typical year, the Coast Guard handles more than 930 calls for capsized boats, saving 
more than 400 lives a year (29 to 71 people per year have died in such accidents between 2003 and 2009).  

If it wasn't for the Coast Guard, Callahan would have been in that number. His nephew Periloux, in shape at age 20, was able to 
swim to an oil rig platform about 25 feet away. But Callahan, 44, was left clutching his turtled boat for more than 12 hours. "The 
Coast Guard had already given up hope. They were looking for a body," said Callahan, whose kidneys had started to shut down. 
"I'm just happy to be alive."  

MOST SINKINGS ARE MUNDANE  

Not all sinkings lead to dramatic rescue stories such as Callahan's. For every ship that sinks or swamps in open water, four go 
down at the dock, said Bob Adriance, editor of Seaworthy magazine, a publication of BoatUS that 
deals with boat damage issues. "Boats spend more time at the dock," said Adriance, adding that the 
time spent in storage can mask small leaks and flaws that would be apparent on the open water. "If 
you are out on a boat and start taking on water, you can find out where it's coming from and correct 
it."  

The main reason that boats sink is simple neglect, Adriance said. The bilge pump can hide serious 
leaks, as can the packing gland. Half of the sinkings that occur at the dock stem from problems in the 
fittings below the water line, he said, and still more happen when boaters forget to drain their sea 
strainers during the winter, leaving the water to freeze and crack them. Boats sink often in the winter because people don't 
close the sea cocks, allowing water to come in and freeze. 
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"People do a real half–ass job winterizing," Adriance said, adding that Southerners are actually more vulnerable than New Eng-
landers, as the latter are more apt to plan for snow and freezes. Fittings above the water line, such as a seacock, can also put a 
boat at risk, particularly if they are made from plastic that can deteriorate and crack when exposed to sunlight, Adriance said. 
Weather deterioration also occurs during periods of heavy rain, when scuppers get clogged, drain plugs aren't tight or the amount 
of precipitation shoves the outboard below the water line, he added.  

"If people spent time looking over their boat, opening it up and looking around a bit, they'd discover these things," he said. With 
all the things that go wrong on board without leaving the dock, why do so many people associate ship sinkings with rescues at 
sea? It all comes down to the drama, Adriance said.  

"No one writes stories about someone missing a drain plug."  

LESSONS LEARNED 

Of course, plenty of boats do go down in open sea. Most of these sinkings occur when boaters become overconfident and bring 
their vessel into waters that are too rough for them to handle, Adriance said. "Know what your boat is capable of." 

Hester Rumberg wrote "Ten Degrees of Reckoning," the story of a family where several members lost their lives in a sailing acci-
dent. When Rumberg speaks to boating organizations, she admonishes sailors to stay alert and aware of their surroundings, and 
discourages single–hand sailing because of the fatigue risks. "The old ‘pop your head up every 15 minutes" rule doesn't apply 
anymore," she said.  

After his near–death experience, Callahan tells fellow boaters – particularly those who hunt – to make sure they carry and wear 
life preservers that are colored, not camouflaged. "I looked like a tree in the middle of the water." He also says to make sure that 
there's a light attached to your personal floatation device, in the event that a sinking takes place in the dark.  

 

When and if he boats in the future, Callahan plans to carry an EPIRB (emergency position–indicating radio beacon), a waterproof 
electronic device that sends out an emergency distress radio signal that can be picked up by the Coast Guard and other agencies.  

While EPIRBs can be expensive, costing anywhere from $500 to over $1,000, Callahan considers them essential equipment and 
would keep one attached to his body at all times when out on the water, as there's no time to think when the sinking happens. 
"Everything happened so fast, you couldn't do much. "Dennis Clements owes his life to an EPIRB. His 34–foot sailboat, the Glo-
ria A Dios, went down in the frigid Atlantic Ocean, about 250 nautical miles off the coast of Cape Hatteras, North Carolina, in 
early January.  

Several days of bad weather caused his boat to take on water until finally a large wave dismasted the vessel, creating two holes in 
the port side cabin. Eventually he lost his engine, electronics and steering. 

Luckily, Clements wore a weather–activated EPIRB, so the Coast Guard – aided by the U.S. Navy – was able to find him in the 
open waters. As his boat went down, he was able to get into a life raft provided by the Coast Guard and eventually airlifted to 
safety with a U.S. Navy helicopter. "They are excellent pieces of equipment," Clements said in an interview. "I had one with me 
and it worked." 

The Kansas man believes sinkings can happen to even the most accomplished sailors. "We learned from the space program that 
you can have an unlimited budget, doing the best training with the best people, having the best equipment – and the space shuttle 
can still blow up," Clements said. "You do the best you can, equip the best you can, then you either go out or stay home.  

"The best preparation in the world cannot always guarantee success."
