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Well, not too much has changed from my re-
port last month.  We are still working the Call-
To-Arms on the State Water Resources Control 
Board’s (SWRCB) staff proposal for a Marina 
Permit that would make all marina’s (and thus 
their tenants) responsible for determining and 
cleaning up all pollution that may exist in their 
marina.  During our RBOC Legislative Day in 
Sacramento, two of the southern Directors met 
with their Assembly Member, Jim Silva, and ex-
plained the RBOC concerns.  He has written a 
rather strong letter to the Chair of the SWRCB 
asking that the boating community be totally in-
volved in any further development of such a 
marina permit program and that it be specifi-
cally scientific based on the pollution directly 
attributable to boat and marina operations. This 
issue continues to be a top priority in our 
RBOC program. 
 
There are some legislative actions regarding 
the 2-Gates Project that we are opposing.  I 
testified in opposition to AJR 38(Caballero) be-
fore the Assembly Water, Parks, & Wildlife 
Committee.  This is a joint resolution, which is 
a statement of both the Assembly and Senate, 
attempting to keep the U.S. Bureau of Recla-
mation’s “feet to the fire” in moving quickly, 
ahead on the 2-Gates Project.  I asked the 
Committee to amend the AJR to have the Leg-
islature on record supporting the use of boat 
locks on this project at no cost to boaters.  I 
suggested that even though we have worked 
with USBR, and that they are looking at boat 
locks, inclusion of specific language may keep 
USBR’s “feet to the fire” on this issue as well.  
The Committee politely passed the AJR out of 
committee without our amendment.  There was 
another bill by Assembly member Huber that 
would have required specific approval  of the 
Legislature to move forward with a canal for 
transporting water around the Delta.  The bill 

was defeated in Committee.  We had some 
concerns with the bill which I had discussed 
with Huber’s staff on Leg. Day. 
 
Also, the bill in the Assembly that would pre-
vent the sale of certain chemicals used in 
marine sanitation devices that I mentioned in 
my report last month has been amended.  I’m 
not yet clear on just what the amendments 
do, and I haven’t gotten much feed back from 
the chemical companies.  This is obviously 
still a work in progress.  
 
The State Budget process is crawling along.  
You have seen in the news the Governor’s 
beginning negotiating position and the Legis-
lative response regarding the huge deficit 
facing the State.  The Governor has asked 
for a substantial amount of boaters funds to 
be transferred to the Department of Water 
Resources for boating related facilities.  
RBOC is in opposition.  In a Senate Budget 
Subcommittee the matter was denied.  In the 
corresponding Assembly Budget Subcommit-
tee the staff is also recommending the Gov-
ernor’s proposal be denied.  Obviously, there 
is a long way to go on the Budget issue, and 
RBOC will remain as involved as possible. 
            
I will do my best to keep you up to date on 
the issues that will be most important to you, 
and ask  that you keep me current on your 
concerns.  Please stay tuned! 
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June Safety Column:

16 –month - old toddler dies in fish-
ing boat tragedy  
May 16, 2010 - 9:34AM

A toddler drowned when a boat sank on a fishing trip, 
with the family of four spending three hours in the 
water before being spotted by a passing vessel. 

The 16-month-old boy, his parents and five-year-old sister were tipped into the sea when the six-meter ves-
sel suddenly sank off the coast of Rockhampton early on Saturday morning. 

Coast Guard volunteer Gordon Fry told AAP the boat sank so quickly the parents only had time to 
put life jackets on the two children.  No one knows for sure why it sank," he said. 

"And unless they recover the boat, we won't know. 

"There was minimum debris left floating." 

 

Comment by Ed Stetson 

This child should not have died!  Yes, this boat may have exceeded the 26’ requirement 
for children to be wearing PFD’s. But any responsible parent should recognize the po-
tential for disaster any time they are on the water, especially with young children. No 
toddler should be anywhere near the water without a properly fitted life “PRESERVER”. 

The family was in the water for about two or three hours before a passing vessel raised 
the alarm, police said. 

A coast guard boat took paramedics out to the scene. 

Paramedics treated the little girl for hypothermia and the parents for shock, with the three survivors taken to 
Rockhampton Base Hospital. 

Conditions were calm at the time of the accident, which happened about 4.30am (AEST) on Saturday, east 
of Hummocky Island, one hour away from Yeppoon. 

An investigation is underway but initial reports suggest there was a problem with the anchor snagging dur-
ing high tide. 

A rescue chopper carried out an aerial search for the wreckage but it has not been found.
