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Well, not too much has changed from my report last
month. We are still working the Call-To-Arms on the
State Water Resources Control Board’'s (SWRCB) staff
proposal for a Marina Permit that would make all ma-
rina’s (and thus their tenants) responsible for determin-
ing and cleaning up all pollution that may exist in their
marina. We are still trying to determine just how far the
staff has “backed off” from their onerous permitting pro-
posal. The RBOC Board held its Board Meeting and An-
nual Legislative Day in Sacramento on April 13 &14.
The Chief Deputy Director of the SWRCB met with us
during our meeting. He was rather arrogant, and quite
frankly, the Board members were not at all impressed.
We spent the next day, in our visits with Legislators,
sharing our concerns about the Water Board staff and
this Marina Permit issue. For the next few months we
will be working with the staff to be sure that the “Clean
Marina Program”, developed several years ago to ad-
dress marina pollution issues and now to be the substi-
tute for a permit program, does not include components
objectionable to boaters.

We also got some bad news, just after our meeting, that
the boaters “Good Friend”, Ray Tsuneyoshi, Cal-Boating

Director, was leaving the Department. He served at
the pleasure of the Governor, and has done so much
for boaters over his nine years as Director. It is not
clear to me whether he was fired or chose to leave to
pursue other interests. He spent most of the day with
us at our Board Meeting and there was no mention of
his leaving. In the interim, Lucia Becerra, the Chief
Deputy Director, is serving as Acting Director.

There are some legislative actions regarding the 2-
Gates Project that we are opposing. Also, there is a
bill in the Assembly that would prevent the sale of cer-
tain chemicals used in marine sanitation devices. |
met with the Legislator’s staff that authored this meas-
ure and | am in discussions with certain chemical com-
panies that produce these chemicals to determine if
this bill will create some real issues for boaters. More
on this next month!

I will do my best to keep you up to date on the issues
that will be most important to you, and ask that you
keep me current on your concerns. Please stay
tuned!
