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on this issue as we continue through the legislative process.  

We have met with the paint manufacturers who are devel-

oping a low-leach paint that contains copper, but there are 

also concerns with those coatings that still have to pass 

muster with the State Department of Pesticide Regulation. 

The additional problem with the amended language is that 

you will have to spend thousands of dollars to strip the ex-

isting bottom paint on your boat even if there are no anti-

fouling paints available by January 1, 2019.  We have been 

recently advised that there are some coatings being devel-

oped that may not require stripping of existing copper bot-

tom paint that we are trying to better understand. Also, Sen-

ator Kehoeôs staff has advised that the language in the bill is 

not intended to require stripping of existing copper bottom 

paint by the deadline. This is becoming a very aggravating 

issue when only recreational vessels are being targeted and 

all commercial and military vessels are being exempted.  

However, we are trying to get positioned to either stop the 

bill in the Assembly, or get the amendments that we feel are 

necessary.

A very important bill that I discussed in my report last month 

is SB 623(Kehoe), which, as amended, would prohibit the 

sale of any new recreational vessels containing antifouling 

paint containing copper on and after January 1, 2015.  In 

addition, on and after January 1, 2019, it will be unlawful to 

use on or apply antifouling paint containing copper on a rec-

reational vessel, with a one year extension under certain 

specified circumstances.  We continue meeting with Senator 

Kehoeôs staff and other interested and involved parties, but 

maintain our strong position of ñOppose unless Amendedò.  

Thanks to Ed Stetson for recently notifying you of our most 

recent ñCall-To-Armsò on this bill, and thanks to those that 

are responding on such short notice!   

 

You may also have gotten, or will be getting an e-mail from 

Boat U.S. regarding the Call-To-Arms.  If you are a Boat 

U.S. member, they have a computerized system that enables 

them to contact all 44,000 Boat U.S. members in California, 

identify your Senator (or other legislative representative), 

and send them an e-mail indicating your opposition or sup-

port on a bill.  Unfortunately, SB 623 passed out of the Sen-

ate policy committee on a 5 to 1 vote, the Appropriations 

Committee on a 5 to 2 vote, and will next be heard on the 

Senate Floor.  Be prepared to get letters and e-mails written

Beyond the copper bottom paint issue, RBOC will be giving special attention to the following issues: (A) boater access to navi-

gable waterways, (B) safety, (C) ethanol, (D) issues regarding water quality in marinas, and (E) any matter that would increase 

boating costs.  Regarding State Budget issues, the status presented in last monthôs report remains unchanged with the ongoing 

budget stalemate in Sacramento. We are still working on prioritizing the programs undertaken by Cal Boating so we can recom-

mend which programs have the highest priority to boaters if substantial cuts to the Departmentôs budget are proposed.  Let me 

know if you have any opinions on this issue. 

  

I will do my best to keep you up to date on the issues that will be most important to you, and ask that you keep me current on 

your concerns.

June Safety Report ï By Ed Stetson                                                                         

 

On our recent cruise to Driftwood MWYC Cruisers practiced excellent Radio etiquette in most cases. We, as well as many 

other cruisers we heard, did have a few issues. As we get back into cruising I thought it would be helpful to review the use of 

the Marine VHF. The link below is to a presentation produced by the USCG in conjunction with Boat US. It is very informa-

tive, especially regarding the new DSC radios and how it fits into ñRescue 21ò. Rescue 21 is the Coast Guardôs new Search 

and Rescue system, which can remove ñSearchò from the equation for boaters who have their units properly installed and con-

figured. 

 

One thing not addressed in this presentation is the importance of an antenna and itôs attitude. While it may look ñCoolò to 

have your antenna canted back, this severely restricts the range of your radio. Your signal radiates out from the antenna at a 

90Á angle to the shaft.  If the antenna is tilted back the signal shoots off to the sun forward and into the water aft.
