Sunshine Reporter 2011  
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I pretty much filled you in on the RBOC accomplish-

ments for 2011 in my report last month, but as 2011 

winds down, I want to again give you a quick summary 

of our efforts.  But first I encourage those that are not 

members of Boat U.S. to please join.  Not only do you 

get a great value for your membership fee, but RBOC 

gets funding from Boat U.S. pretty much based on the 

number of Boat U.S. members in California.  Both 

MWYC and RBOC have codes that provide you with a 

50% reduction in Boat U.S. membership fees.  Let me 

know if you need the codes. With the current economic 

environment in California, boaterôs contributions to 

RBOC are down in general and I encourage you to help 

out!  Joining Boat U.S. helps, but so do personal dona-

tions.  Personal donations also increase MWYCôs chanc-

es of being awarded the new Harter Gale Force Winds 

Trophy which is awarded to the club that has the highest 

annual total dollar per member donation.  MWYC mem-

bers have been very generous the past several years and 

we want to keep it going! 

 

During 2011 RBOC has: 

 

¶ Prevented a significant decrease in funding for Cal 
Boating, as the state grappled with a $ multi-million state 

budget deficit. 

¶ Were instrumental in making SB 623(Kehoe) a two-

year bill.  This bill, initially, would have banned the use 

of copper based anti-fouling bottom paint on boats.  The 

bill in its current form would allow low leach rate copper 

anti-fouling bottom paint, so long as it is effective, avail-

able and affordable.  We are still working on making 

the bill, even in its current form, unnecessary, as de-

scribed in the following bullet. 

¶ RBOCôs efforts, particularly by our San Diego 
area Directors, will likely result in the Federal water 

quality restrictions in San Diego Bay being removed. 

¶ The above efforts have also resulted in getting the 
State Water Board to continue their hold on their pro-

posed coastal marina permit program that would have 

placed onerous permit requirements, potentially cost-

ing  over $100,000 per year for each marina, club or 

community with 10 or more boat slips.  This effort is 

being closely watched because we have reason to be-

lieve that when the copper issue goes away, the Board 

will find another target. 

¶ Assisted in getting AB 656 (Huber) vetoed, which 
would have established a special committee hearing 

process that could have eliminated the Boating and 

Waterways Commission. 

Continue to work with state and federal agencies to 

assure that the use of navigable waterways are main-

tained and not unduly restricted, particularly in the 

Delta. 

 

We continue to follow several other matters and, and 

will alert you as the need or necessity arises.  In the 

meantime, I will do my best to keep you up to date on 

the issues that will be most important to you, and ask 

that you keep me current on your concerns.  Please 

stay tuned!

This is my last report as Safety Officer of Marina West Y.C. I hope that I have been successful in 

providing you with interesting and provocative articles that have helped you to be more competent and 

safe boaters. More prepared to prevent emergencies, and better able to deal with them is they occur. 

When we have to award the ñScrew Upò flag to someone who forgets to shut down an engine after 

docking, we are certainly not screwing up much. I know that when, as Port Captain, I bring other clubs 

into our docks I canôt help but be impressed at how much more skilled our club members seem to be. 

 

To further your skills and knowledge, Boat US is providing a free, on-line, non-proctored ñSafe Boat-

ing Courseò http://www.boatus.org/onlinecourse/default.aspat 

This course is approved by all of the states that currently required certification for boat operators. It is 

inevitable that California will adopt a certification requirement, and it is highly likely this course will 

satisfy Californiaôs requirements.  

Even if not required legally, if you have not taken the Power Squadron Boating Safety Course, you re-

ally should consider this course. It is only about 3 hours and can be taken at your own speed. If not for 

the safety of your boat, passengers, and other boaters; how about the insurance discount?
