By the time you read this, the most of these exciting events 
will be history.  I hope you will have been a part of it. 
 
In April again a busy schedule with the General Meeting, 
Opening Day on the Delta, Pittsburg cruise in, Open House 
and an Easter Celebration. 
 
In addition to this year’s Cruise in Contracts, we now have 
one for 2012.  Since the latest cruise-in clubs with the Sea 
Ray Club; Delta Bayliner Club; Sacramento Bayliner Club; 
we have added at least 2,  maybe 4 new applications for 
membership.  All the Clubs must have had an enormously 
great time if the noise level was any indication!!  There are 
still some echoes of laughter floating around in the bar!  If 
you weren’t there you missed a great time. 
 
Plan to support our worker bees! 
See you on The Delta 
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The RBOC State Legislation and Regulation Committee 
(SLRC), which I chair, has identified 60+ bills, out of the 
overt 2300 bills which have been introduced, which we will be 
following this Legislative Session.  Most of the 60+ bills how-
ever, are “Spot Bills” which serve as vehicles for Legislators 
to amend during the Session to accomplish whatever purpose 
they may have in mind.  This requires much greater diligence 
on RBOC’s part to make sure that something we don’t like 
doesn’t sneak under the radar.  A very important bill that I 
mentioned in my report last month is SB 623 (Kehoe) which 
would prohibit the manufacture, sale, or distribution in Cali-
fornia of marine antifouling paints that contain copper as of 
January 1, 2015.  We have taken a strong position of “Oppose 
unless Amended” and so advised the Senator.  She has indicat-
ed that she has several amendments to make to the bill before 
she will set the bill for its first committee hearing, and has 
invited RBOC reps, to meet with her to fully understand our 
concerns.  Our lobbyists, the Desmonds, have a long associa-
tion with Senator Kehoe’s staff which should help our cause.  
Be prepared to get letters and e-mails written on this issue 
when we send out the Call-To-Arms. 
 
Beyond the copper bottom paint issue, RBOC will be giving 
special attention  to the following issues: (A) boater access to 
navigable waterways, (B) safety, (C) ethanol, (D) issues re-
garding water quality in marinas, and (E) any matter that 
would increase boating costs.  Regarding State Budget issues, 
SB 69 is the Conference Committee version of the state budget 
and does not include any funding for facility loans or grants 
for the next fifteen months.  This is not final and loans and 
grants may be considered in further legislative action on the 

budget. 
 
In  addition, the budget bills in contention would provide 
another loan of boater monies from the Harbors and  Water-
craft Revolving Fund (HWRF) to the state’s General Fund.  
This new loan would be $17 million, to be repaid by June 
30, 2014.  Previous loans were made in the amount of $29 
million (fiscal year 2008-2009, to be repaid by June 30, 
2013) and $5 million (fiscal year 2009-2010, with no repay-
ment date).  The total of all three loans would be $51 mil-
lion. 
 
As currently provided, Cal Boating would be provided a 
budget of approximately $50 million, which would provide 
funding for a number of programs and services including 
boating law enforcement, boater education, yacht and ship 
broker licensing, beach erosion control, control/eradication 
of invasive species, and abandoned vessel abatement. 
RBOC acknowledges and appreciates the fiscal challenges 
facing the state, and the stresses being placed on essential 
programs and services.  However, boaters continue to pay 
significant taxes and fees with the understanding that they 
be utilized for boater programs and services directly bene-
fitting boaters.  It will be a very busy season for your 
RBOC Directors and the Desmonds! 
 
The RBOC annual Legislative Day and Board Meeting is in 
Sacramento on April 5 and 6.  We will be finalizing our 
Legislative Program at that meeting and meeting with legis-
lators.
