SUNSHINE REPORTSUNSHINE REPORT   

SOME OF THE BOATS  

THAT WERE INSPECTED  

AND PASSED  

ON SAFETY DAY  

AT MWYC  
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As I write this report, the Legislature is taking their summer 

break (for all practical purposes, they have actually been ñon 

breakò all year)!  We continue to spend most of our RBOC 

energy on SB 623 (Kehoe), which started out as a strict ban on 

the use of copper based anti-fouling paint on recreational ves-

sels as I have previously reported.  The bill is now in the As-

sembly Appropriations Committee.  We have made some good 

progress with the author and the bill was recently amended so 

that low level, low leach rate copper anti-fouling paint will be 

allowed in California.  We have also had very positive conver-

sations with the paint manufacturers, all of whom have assured 

us that the low-leach copper paints they are developing will be 

able to be applied over existing copper based anti-fouling 

paints, and will be affordable, effective, and available.  This 

effort is turning out to be a very positive victory for RBOC 

and the boaterôs interests, but ñitôs never over ótil itôs overò, 

and we have not removed our ñOppose unless Amendedò posi-

tion, and will not until we see the promised amendments. Re-

main on ALERT FOR A CALL-TO-ARMS on this bill.   

 

Senator Kehoe and the sponsors of this bill are now trying to 

convince us that this bill is really an effort to protect boaters!  

Protect us from the dreaded State Water Board Coastal Marina 

Permit Program in addition to cleaning up the water in the 

Shelter Island Marina in San Diego Bay and other California 

marinas.  We are delighted that the State Department of 

Pesticide Regulation will now be involved in the process, 

and, as I mentioned in my report last month, real science 

may become part of the process. However, Iôm not con-

vinced that this effort keeps the State Water Board at bay.  I 

believe they may use this legislative action to say that they 

must implement the Coastal Marina Permit Program, NOW, 

to enable them to make the findings that this bill would re-

quire them to make in 2019!!  

 

We will have a new ñBoaterôs Briefò out in circulation very 

soon that will give you the latest on our overall efforts on 

your behalf.  Look for it at the Club!! 

  

I will do my best to keep you up to date on the issues that 

will be most important to you, and ask  that you keep me 

current on your concerns.  Please stay tuned!

ARE YOU IN DISTRESS, or did you lose your kayak? 

 

If you have an unlicensed watercraft; (Canoe, kayak, rowboat, 

etc) there is now a method to help recover it if it is lost or sto-

len. This system also reduces the unnecessary expenditure of 

resources by the Coast Guard in search and rescue for a mari-

ner that is not in distress. When an abandoned vessel is found 

in a waterway, the CG is mandated to implement search and 

rescue. Millions of dollars are wasted every year searching for 

people who are not lost. If the vessel is licensed, the agency 

can use the registration information to contact the owner to 

ascertain if he is really missing, or just lost his canoe.  

 

The information sticker is available at our clubhouse, on the 

registration table. You send no information to any agency, you 

just place contact information on your vessel.  

 

I encourage all members to utilize this system for your unli-

censed watercraft. 

TRUE STORY! 

Last summer, down on Lake Isabella, located in the high desert an hour east of Bakersfield, CA, some folks new to boat-

ing, were having as problem.  No matter how hard they tried, they couldnôt get their brand new 22 foot boat going.  It was 

very sluggish in almost every maneuver, no matter how much power they applied.  After about an hour of  trying to make 

it go, they putted into a nearby marina, thinking someone there may be able to tell them what was wrong. 

 

A thorough topside check revealed everything in perfect working condition.  The engine ran fine, the out-drive went up 

and down, and the propeller was the correct size and pitch.  So, one of the marina guys jumped in the water to check un-

derneath.  He came up choking on water, he was laughing so hard.
